Reprobates are those who have killed their conscience by hardening their hearts, and creating their own righteousness.

People who hardens their hearts to God’s Word are candidates for Hell WILLFULLY  IGNORANT OF GOD’S RIGHTEOUSNESS

It is hard to persuade men to believe what they are not willing to find true; they are ignorant, in many cases, because they are willing to be ignorant, and they do not know because they do not care to know.

II Peter 3: 5  For this they willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of the water and in the water: 6 Whereby the world that then was, being overflowed with water, perished:

They are willing to be ignorant, and they do not know because they do not care to know.

Romans 10:2-3  For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge. 3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.

They had a passion for God, and they would do good things in the name of God. But without knowledge.

To be saved according to God’s plan of salvation, one must have knowledge of the truth.

John 8:32  Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.
