                       DON’T COME SHORT OF THE GLORY OF GOD
Romans 3:23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of                                          God;

Does this mean that every body commits sin at one time or another? 

If that be the case, then every body has come short of the glory of God. And nobody can glorify God, because all have come short.  To come short, means that we did not make it. It means that we missed the mark. 

Believers must glorify the Lord. To come short of the glory of God is to come short in pleasing God. and if we have come short, we are not saved.

Why did Paul say that all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God?
Paul was showing the Christians Jews that they were no better than the Christian Gentiles. The Christian Jews, thought they were better than the Christian Gentiles, because they were God’s special people at one time.

Because God gave the law to the Jews, and not the Gentiles. The Jews were of the circumcision, and the Gentiles were not.  
Notice the following scriptures:

Romans 3:1-2 What advantage then hath the Jew? or what profit is there of circumcision? 2 Much every way: chiefly, because that unto them were committed the oracles of God.   
Notice verse nine:
Romans 3:9  What then? are we better than they? No, in no wise: for we have before proved both Jews and Gentiles, that they are all under sin; 10 As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one:

Romans 3:28-30 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law. 29 Is he the God of the Jews only? is he not also of the Gentiles? Yes, of the Gentiles also: 30 Seeing it is one God, which shall justify the circumcision by faith, and uncircumcision through faith. 31 Do we then make void the law through faith? God forbid: yea, we establish the law.
God abolished the ceremonial law, but He magnified the law of

Faith. Read  Isaiah 42:21,
