
DON’T BE INSENSITIVE ABOUT FILTH IN GOD’S HOUSE

Amos 6:1 Woe to them that are at ease in Zion, .............

We are not to be unconcerned about the sin in God’s house. If we are in the 
knowledge of sin (filth) in the church, and we remain nonchalant about it, we 
become guilty before God.

When Eli knew what his son’s were doing in God’s house, and he failed to 
discipline them, he became guilty before God.

I Samuel 3:12-13 In that day I will perform against Eli all things which I have 
spoken concerning his house: when I begin, I will also make and End.

Verse 13 For I have told him that I will judge his house for ever for the 
iniquity which he knoweth; because his sons made themselves vile, and he 
restrained them not.

Verse14 And therefore I have sworn unto the house of Eli, that the iniquity of 
Eli’s house shall not be purged with sacrifice nor offering for ever.

God wanted that mess cleaned up, an no amount of sacrifice or offering would 
be accepted, while that filth was in his house.

When we as pastors fail to discipline members of the church, for their wrong 
doings, God will hold us responsible for their sins.

God said, 
Ezekiel 3:18 When I say unto the wicked, thou shalt surely die; and thou 
givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, 
to save his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood 
will I require at your hand.

We must rebuke sin in the Church!

We must not ignore it, we must not try to push it out of our minds, but we 
must let it bother us enough to rebuke it.

Them that sin rebuke before all, that others also may fear. (I Tim.5:20)



Preach the word, be instant in season, out of season, rebuke, exhort with all 
long-sufffering, and doctrine. (II Tim.4:2)

Wherefore rebuke them sharply, that they may be sound in the faith; 
Titus 1:13.
These things speak and exhort, and rebuke with all authority, let no man 
despise thee.  (Titus 2: 15).
Rebuking the Church sinner, is for his own good. So that he may find himself 
and repent.
We are not helping the church sinner, when we fail to discipline him.
He may not like you telling him about his wrong doing, he may even stop 
coming to church for awhile, but you have to tell the church sinner about his 
sins. God hate sin.  When the sinner get ready to live right, he will come back.
And he will remember the teaching, and will appreciate the discipline.
And he will respect you and not despise you.

When we hate the filth we find in our carnal homes, and feel at ease about the 
filth in God’s House, it shows that our priorities are carnal, and not spiritual.

We don’t love the people that we fail to warn about their wrong doing.
God said,
As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten: ....Rev.3:19

Now the ones that fail to be corrected are proving that they are not children of 
God, but are bastards, and not sons. (Hebrews 12:8).

Just like we don’t want our children to bring shame on our families, God 
don’t want us to bring shame on his family.

We ought to feel shame about filth in God’s house. But God said

Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? Nay, they were 
not at all ashamed, neither could they blush......Jeremiah 6:15

We need to use the word of God to clean His House. God’s word, and the Holy 
Ghost are cleansing agents.

Psalms 119:9 Wherewithal shall a young man cleanse his way? By taking heed 
thereto according to thy word.
John 15:3 Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you.



The Word of God and the Holy Ghost are powerful cleansing agents.

I Peter 1:22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through 
the Spirit unto unfeigned (genuine) love of the brethren, see that ye love one 
another with a pure heart fervently:

Those that will not be discipline by the word of God, we must do unto them as 
the following scripture tells us to do.

I Corinthians 5:5 Deliver such a one to Satan for the destruction of the flesh, 
that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

Paul said that he delivered Hymenaeus and Alexander to Satan, that they may 
learn not to Blaspheme. (I Timothy 1:20)

He said, Put away from yourselves that wicked person. (I Corinthians 5:13)

What kind of honor are we bringing upon our homes, when we allow all kinds  
of things to be going on in our homes.  We are not bringing honor, but 
disgrace.
Same thing about the church when we allow ungodly things to go on in the 
church, and we don’t do anything about it.
If we are afraid to discipline the evil workers in God’s House, because we are 
afraid we will run them away, we need to stop and think about how much 
good they are doing to God’s house.
God would rather have three people in His House, that’s living Right, than to 
have a house full living contrary to His word.

People that are living filthy lives, in the Church, are not doing the Church any 
good, if anything, they are hindering the Spiritual progress of the Church.

Many church leaders today have members claiming that they have peace with 
God. But the wicked has no peace. What they think is peace is Tranquilizers 
from Satan’s ministers.

Isaiah 48:22 says, There is no peace, saith the LORD, unto the wicked. 
Isaiah 57:21

God said, They have healed the hurt of the daughter of my people slightly, 
saying, peace, peace, when there is no peace.



Although the people are claiming their healing from sin, they are yet sin sick, 
but feeling good about it. Because they are doped up on false doctrine.
Some ministers are giving their followers words that deadens their conscience,
and make them feel at peace, when in fact they have no peace, they are just 
sedated, and doped up on word’s that deadens their conscience.

False teachers are injecting words that are tranquilizing the minds of 
misguided souls, all over the world.
Sinners are taking in doctrines that are deadening their conscience which was 
bothering them to the point they could not find any peace. But after being fed 
words from false teachers, they began to feel better, but only because they 
were sedated by false teaching.

They are saying Peace, peace, when there is no peace.

Proverbs 19:27 Cease, my son, to hear the instruction that causeth to err 
from the words of knowledge.
Isaiah 5:20 Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put 
darkness for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and 
sweet for bitter! Woe unto them that are wise in their own eyes, and 
prudent in their own sight ! 

Isaiah 9:16 For the leaders of this people cause them to err; and they 
that are led of them are destroyed.    

Isaiah 28:7 But they also have erred through wine, and through strong 
drink are out of the way; the priest and the prophet have erred through 
strong drink, they are swallowed up of wine, they are out of the way through 
strong drink; they err in vision, they stumble in judgment.

Isaiah 30:10 Which say to the seers, See not; and to the prophets, 
Prophesy not unto us right things, speak unto us smooth things, 
prophesy deceits:

Jeremiah 5:31 The prophets prophesy falsely, and the priests bear rule by 
their means; and my people love to have it so: and what will ye do in the 
end thereof?
II Timothy 4:4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and 
shall be turned unto fables. But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, 
do the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry.
