EVERY INDIVIDUAL IS RESPONIABLE FOR HIS OR HER OWN SINS.
Every sinner will have to stand before God and give account for His or Her own individual sins.  Jesus said,
If I had not come and spoken unto them, they had not had sin: but now they have no cloke for their sin. John 15:22
WHAT JESUS IS SAYING IS;
 If I had not come and spoken to them, they would not be guilty of sin, but now they have no excuse for their sin.
The visitation of the iniquity of the fathers upon the children seems to indicate that several generations would be affected by learning and continuing to practice the contaminating sin of idolatry. But the children that will not follow the ways of their wicked parents will not be found guilty of the sins of their parents.
NOTICE:The fathers shall not be put to death for the children, neither shall the children be put to death for the fathers: every man shall be put to death for his own sin. Deut.24:16
  According unto that which is written in the book of the law of Moses, wherein the LORD commanded, saying, The fathers shall not be put to death for the children, nor the children be put to death for the fathers; but every man shall be put to death for his own sin. II Kings 14:6
NOTICE THESE TWO KINGS WHO FATHERS WERE WICKED, BUT THEY LOVED THE LORD, AND DID NOT WALK IN THE WAYS OF THEIR FATHERS:   Asa, AND Josiah
. Asa initiated a reform, actually, more of a revival, that was seriously enforced and by which the people " sought him with their whole desire " The reform began with his family, for he not only removed the Sodomites and the idols from the land, he also demoted his grandmother Maachah from her honored position as queen,., queen mother, because she had made an idol in a grove,., an abominable image for an Asherah, the Canaanite mother-goddess. Asa cut down this image and burned it in the Kidron Valley. This valley became the regular place for reforming kings to destroy idolatrous objects.   II Chr 15:13
Asa did good and right. For one reared in a wicked environment to be established as a righteous king is a demonstration of the grace of God.
And Asa did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, as did David his Father. 12 And he took away the sodomites out of the land, and removed all the idols that his fathers had made. 13 And also Maachah his mother, even her he removed from being queen, because she had made an idol in a grove; and Asa destroyed her idol, and burnt it by the brook Kidron. 14 But the high places were not removed: nevertheless Asa's heart was perfect with the LORD all his days.   I Kings 15:11-14
Asa’s father was Abijah , The kings of JUDAH CALLED THEMSELVES SONS OF DAVID. Remember Jesus was called the son of David.  Hath not the scripture said, That Christ cometh of the seed of David, and out of the town of Bethlehem, where David was? John 7:42
Josiahs reform actually occurred in three stages. Ascending to the throne at age eight, he apparently was blessed with God-fearing advisors who resisted the idolatrous influence of his father. 
 Josiah reigned thirty-one years Due to his young age (eight years), undoubtedly he was under the guardianship of the elders or the priests for a time..II KINGS 22:1-2

 Josiah was eight years old when he began to reign, and he reigned thirty and one years in Jerusalem. And his mother's name was Jedidah, the daughter of Adaiah of Boscath. 2 And he did that which was right in the sight of the LORD, and walked in all the way of David his father, and turned not aside to the right hand or to the left.
He also called David his Father, because he also was born in the linage David
