The following is the things that we must do to be justified in the judgment
To be forgiven for sins committed, one must repent of his sins. To repent it means that one must be sorry. and regretful for the sins he has committed. it also means that the guilty party, has forsaken his sins, and has no desire to sin anymore. Don’t wait until God bring punishment upon you to repent, because it might be to late.
To be justified in the judgment one must meet the following requirements.
Must be a doer of God’s Word.

For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified. Romans 2:13
We must Love God and be filled with the Holy Spirit.He said,
If ye love me, keep my commandments. 16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. John 14:15-17
So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 9 But ye are not in  the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his. ROMANS 8:8-9    
We must set our affections on things above.

7 And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity. II Peter 1:5-9

It is not enough to believe on Jesus.  Philippians 1:29  For unto you it is given in the behalf of Christ, not only to believe on him, but also to suffer for his sake;

If we want to be justified in the judgment we must achieve perfection
