FAMILY DEDICATION

MOTHER, FATHER, CHILDREN, GLORIFYING GOD
 And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD. Joshua 24:15 

WE GLORIFY GOD BY THE WAY WE SERVE HIM. GOD SAID;
 Mine eyes shall be upon the faithful of the land, that they may dwell with me: he that walketh in a perfect way, he shall serve me. Psalms 101:6

In any family where fellowship is enjoyed, parents must take a stand and be firm and lead the family to serve the Lord. There cannot be a fellowship without leadership. The leader in the family must be a good example to those that follow him or her.

God Is Glorified When The Family Is Led To Serve Him

If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honour. John 12:26

A strong family is led to study God’s Word.  A wise man is strong; yea, a man of knowledge increaseth strength. Proverbs 24:5

 And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be in thine heart:  7And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up. Deuteronomy 6:6-7

Therefore thou shalt love the LORD thy God, and keep his charge, and his statutes, and his judgments, and his commandments, alway. 
Deuteronomy 11:1
The family that love God seeks to please God and has no room in the heart for the pleasures of sin. Those that love God finds pleasure in doing those things that please the LORD. God is first in their lives.

The children in the home should be taught to respect God and to let God be first. We are not teaching our children to respect God, when we allow them to put movies, sports, games, and carnal recreation before worship service. 
 Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right.  2Honour thy father and mother; which is the first commandment with promise; That it may be well with thee, and thou mayest live long on the earth. 4And, ye fathers, (Parents,) provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord. Ephesians 6:1-4

Children, obey your parents in all things: for this is well pleasing unto the Lord. Fathers, (Parents,) provoke not your children to anger, lest they be discouraged. Colossians 3:21
Parents can provoke their children to wrath, by fussing and fighting in the home. When mother and father can’t get along with one another in the home, this affects the children. Build a loving home, and let your light shine, so that the children can see the light, and give God the glory.
