THE GLORY OF GOD HAS DEPARTED FROM THOSE THAT DESPISE GOD’S WORD.

When we fail to accept, God’s Word, because we disagree with the concept, or the point of view, because we want to do something in opposition to that which God is commanding us not to do, then we are despisers of His Word.

When we desire to do something, that the Word tells us that we should not do, and we wish that it was not wrong to do that which the Word tells us not to do. We are despisers of God’s Word.
For instance:

The word tells us what to eat, and what not to eat, but because we love to eat that which is forbidden, we wish in our heart that it was not wrong, then we become despisers of God’s Word.
When we say; Oh I Wish it was not wrong to eat pork and beans and cat-fish, we might as well eat it, because if we have the desire to do anything that God told us in His Word that we should not do, we are despisers of His word.

God tells us in His Word: Exodus 20:14   Thou shalt not commit adultery. 
But we have something going on in our hearts, for somebody else’s husband, or wife. And we wish that their mates were our mates. We are violators of God’s Word already in our heart.

But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.    Matthew 5:28
LET US NOT BE DESPISERS OF GOD’S WORD, BY WISHING THAT CERTAIN THINGS WERE NOT WRONG, EVEN THOUGH IT IS FORBIDDEN IN GOD’S WORD.

Whoso despiseth the word shall be destroyed: but he that feareth the commandment shall be rewarded.  Proverbs 13:13
 No servant can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.   Luke 16:13
Despise not prophesyings. I Thessalonians 5:20

In the new testament prophesying is preaching and delivering God’s Word.  ACCORDING TO I CORINTHIANS 14:1-5
And when a minister of God is preaching and teaching God’s Word, and you, turn  away your ears, and refuse to accept the true teachings coming from the minister, It Is because you despise God’s Word.

If God’s word condemn you. Humble yourself, and repent. Don’t harden your heart, and despise God’s word. neither the one that delivers God’s Word.

John was beheaded, because he delivered God’s Word, and told the Truth.
For Herod had laid hold on John, and bound him, and put him in prison for Herodias' sake, his brother Philip's wife.  4For John said unto him, It is not lawful for thee to have her. Matthew 14:3-4

John did not love this world, and he was not afraid to stand up for what was right, even if it cost his life. John was beheaded, but he went to be with the Lord. We should never be afraid to tell it like God tells us in His Word to tell it. Despise not prophesyings. I Thessalonians 5:20

 And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:  6For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth.  7If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?  8But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.
When we despise those that are over us in the Lord, we despise God, because God told us in His Word, to obey them that is over us in the Lord. 

 Remember them which have the rule over you, who have spoken unto you the word of God: whose faith follow, considering the end of their conversation. (Conduct)  Hebrews 13:7
Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: for that is unprofitable for you. Hebrews 13:17
Those that will not be subject to leadership, and leave the established Church and go out and start their own church, despise Government.

But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities.II Peter 2:10
We cannot be saved doing things our way. And when we don’t want to do things God’s way it is because we despise God’s Word.

Glossary:

MAMMON [MAM mun] (riches) a word that speaks of wealth Mammon is a transliteration of an Aramaic word that means wealth, riches, or earthly goods. Modern versions translate it as money, gold, and material possessions. Jesus said that no one can serve two masters God and money at the same time. Nor can mammon (money) purchase security (see Jesus parable of the rich fool in Luke 12:13, 21. For what is a man profited if he gains the whole world, and loses his own soul? (Matt.:16:26;Mark:8:36;Luke:9:25).
