              JESUS PROVEN TO BE THE MESSIAH 
Jesus came into this world to be an example for you and I. all the suffering that He went through, He did it because He loves us , and want us to spend eternity with Him.It was prophesied of Him, that he would go through intensive suffering for the sake of sinners. Jesus is proven to be the Christ, and no one being in their right mind can doubt that. if they study what the prophets prophesied about Him. Those who hear the words of prophecy concerning Jesus, and then fail to believe in Him, are the ones that hardens their heart to the truth, because they don’t want to know the truth.Look how those who did not want to accept Him, shut down their common sense, and asked Jesus to depart out of their city. after  seeing the miracles that He performed before their eyes.
And when he was come to the other side into the country of the Gergesenes, there met him two possessed with devils, coming out of the tombs, exceeding fierce, so that no man might pass by that way. 29And, behold, they cried out, saying, What have we to do with thee, Jesus, thou Son of God? art thou come hither to torment us before the time?  30And there was a good way off from them an herd of many swine feeding.  31So the devils besought him, saying, If thou cast us out, suffer us to go away into the herd of swine.  32And he said unto them, Go. Matthew 27:34     Men and brethren, let me freely speak unto you of the patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us unto this day.  30Therefore being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him, that of the fruit of his loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on his throne;  31He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.  32This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we all are witnesses.  33Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth this, which ye now see and hear.  34For David is not ascended into the heavens: but he saith himself, The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand,  35Until I make thy foes thy footstool. Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made the same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ. Acts 2:29-35
