When Ananias lied to Peter, he lied to God.
But Peter said, Ananias, why hath Satan filled thine heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, and to keep back part of the price of the land? Acts 5:3

Thou hast not lied unto men, but unto God. Acts 5:3,4.

And Jephthah vowed a vow unto the LORD, and said, If thou shalt without fail deliver the children of Ammon into mine hands, 31 Then it shall be, that whatsoever cometh forth of the doors of my house to meet me, when I return in peace from the children of Ammon, shall surely be the LORD'S, and I will offer it up for a burnt offering. 32 So Jephthah passed over unto the children of Ammon to fight against them; and the LORD delivered them into his hands. 
And Jephthah came to Mizpeh unto his house, and, behold, his daughter came out to meet him with timbrels and with dances: and she was his only child; beside her he had neither son nor daughter. Judges 11:30-32,34
35 And it came to pass, when he saw her, that he rent his clothes, and said, Alas, my daughter! thou hast brought me very low, and thou art one of them that trouble me: for I have opened my mouth unto the LORD, and I cannot go back. 36 And she said unto him, My father, if thou hast opened thy mouth unto the LORD, do to me according to that which hath proceeded out of thy mouth; forasmuch as the LORD hath taken vengeance for thee of thine enemies, even of the children of Ammon. 37 And she said unto her father, Let this thing be done for me: let me alone two months, that I may go up and down upon the mountains, and bewail my virginity, I and my fellows. 38 And he said, Go. And he sent her away for two months: and she went with her companions, and bewailed her virginity upon the mountains. 39 And it came to pass at the end of two months, that she returned unto her father, who did with her according to his vow which he had vowed: and she knew no man. And it was a custom in Israel, 40 That the daughters of Israel went yearly to lament the daughter of Jephthah the Gileadite four days in a year

Jephthah must have taught His daughter well. For she knew that if her father had made a vow to the Lord, Even if it cost her life, her father should not break his vow.
Wouldn’t it be wonderful if we could instill that kind of dedication to God in our children?

Vows are not to be broken!

Absalom vowed a vow to the Lord in deceit. He made an hypocritical vow. Not respecting the omniscience of God.

God know our heart, He know about every thought that comes into our minds. When we think we are fooling God’s appointed leaders, we are only fooling ourselves. Read: II Samuel 15:7-10

 He was determined to be king in Israel. He turned against David his father for the position. David loved him so much.

But Absalom heart was so set on position, until he didn’t love anybody.  So he schemed, and lied, and made vows to God. But it brought him to a tragic end. Then Joab said, "I cannot linger with you." And he took three spears in his hand and thrust them through Absalom's heart, while he was still alive in the midst of the terebinth tree. 15 And ten young men who bore Joab's armor surrounded Absalom, and struck and killed him.   Read II Samuel 18th chap.David mourn his son. But he said: I will pay my vows before them that fear him. Psalms 22:25
God said:  Offer unto God thanksgiving; and pay thy vows unto the most High: 15 And call upon me in the day of trouble: I will deliver thee, and thou shalt glorify me. Psalms 50:14-15
