GOD IS LOVE, AND CHARITY IS GOD’S INSPIRED LOVE WHICH IS PLACED

INTO THE HEARTS OF MANKIND BY THE SPIRIT OF GOD. NO MAN CAN HAVE THIS LOVE WITHOUT THE HOLY GHOST.
Romans 5:5  And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.

Our faith is not complete without charity (Love).

I Corinthians 13:4-7  Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, 5 Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil; 6 Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth.Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all things.
Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not puffed up;  does not behave rudely, Love is not selfish, is not easily  provoked, thinks no evil; does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth;  bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.
  Charity believes and hopes well of others: Believeth all things; hopeth all things.  Charity does by no means destroy intelligence, and out of expectation and trust believe every word, hoping for the best.  Charity is full of Wisdom and is watchful.  But it is apt to believe well of all to entertain a good opinion of them when there is no evidence to the contrary. Charity is full of fairness, and apt to make the best of every thing and put on it the best face and appearance. Charity will judge well, and believe well, as far as it can. And will look beyond appearances for the support of a kind opinion.
When a believer have added Love (charity) to his faith, he has reached the perfect stage in his Christian life.
II Peter 1:5-9 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge; 6 And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; 7 And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity. 8 For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from his old sins. 
Although Love and Charity is the same thing, I am going to use the word Love instead of Charity as I go forth with this lesson.

When we fail to obey God’s Word, it is because we don’t love God. 

Deuteronomy 6:4-5  Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD: 5 And thou shalt love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.
  Romans 2:28-29 For he is not a Jew who is one outwardly, nor is circumcision that which is outward in the flesh; 29 but he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the Spirit, not in the letter; whose praise is not from men but from God.

John 14:15 If ye love me, keep my commandments.
John 14:21 He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him.
John 14:23-24 Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him. 24 He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father's which sent me.
I John 2:5  But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him.
