           NO HARM DONE CALLING ON THE NAME OF JESUS
Holiness people have been viewed by aristocratic, high class church folks as foolish, unintelligent, absurd, nonsense, and ignorant. Because the Pentecostal, sanctified, holiness churches teach seekers to call on the name of the Lord when seeking for the Holy Ghost. Now some people have received the Holy Ghost , by listening to a sermon. And some have received the Holy Ghost by praising God doing praise service, and some received the Holy Ghost calling on the name of the Lord Jesus. Personally, I received the Holy Ghost by calling on the name of the Lord.
When the Holy Ghost came upon me, I began to speak in other tongues as the Holy Ghost gave me utterance.  And I knew without a doubt that the Holy Ghost was in me, speaking through.

And that is why I know that it is no harm done calling on the name of the lord.
32 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom the LORD shall call. Joel 2:32

And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved. Acts 2:21

 For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.                 Romans 10:13   After Paul had fallen under conviction, and began to seek salvation, he was told to call on the Lord.
And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord. Acts 22:16
The Psalmist said: As for me, I will call upon God; and the LORD shall save me  Psalms 55:16
 Hear, O LORD, when I cry with my voice: have mercy also upon me, and answer me.  When thou saidst, Seek ye my face; my heart said unto thee, Thy face, LORD, will I seek. Psalms 27:7-8

Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in thee: let such as love thy salvation say continually, The LORD be magnified. Psalms 40:16

Therefore with joy shall ye draw water out of the wells of salvation. And in that day shall ye say, Praise the LORD, call upon his name, declare his doings among the people, make mention that his name is exalted. Isaiah 12:3-4

The LORD is nigh unto all them that call upon him, to all that call upon him in truth.  He will fulfil the desire of them that fear him: he also will hear their cry, and will save them.  Psalms 145:18-19
Then shall ye call upon me, and ye shall go and pray unto me, and I will hearken unto you. And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your heart. Jeremiah 29:12-13

Seeing that the scriptures teach us to call on the Lord as we seek Him, lets me know that there is nothing foolish or unintelligent about  calling on the name of the Lord. If anyone wants to say it is foolish to seek the Lord by calling upon His name, let them know that God has chosen the foolish things of the world to confound the wise.

Because the foolishness of God is wiser than men; and the weakness of God is stronger than men. For ye see your calling, brethren, how that not many wise men after the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, are called: But God hath chosen the foolish things of the world to confound the wise; and God hath chosen the weak things of the world to confound the things which are mighty; And base things of the world, and things which are despised, hath God chosen, …..I Corinthians 1:25-28

Naaman thought it was foolish for him to have to wash in the Jordan river seven times before he could be healed. He said, Read II Kings5:10-15 So Naaman came with his horses and with his chariot, and stood at the door of the house of Elisha.  And Elisha sent a messenger unto him, saying, Go and wash in Jordan seven times, and thy flesh shall come again to thee, and thou shalt be clean. But Naaman was wroth, and went away, and said, Behold, I thought, He will surely come out to me, and stand, and call on the name of the LORD his God, and strike his hand over the place, and recover the leper. Are not Abana and Pharpar, rivers of Damascus, better than all the waters of Israel? may I not wash in them, and be clean? So he turned and went away in a rage. 
He did not get his healing until he did it God’s way.

God told Gideon to choose the men that lapped water like a dog to take with him in battle. To some that was debasing and degrading.  But remember God has chosen the foolish things of the world to confound the wise. 
So he brought down the people unto the water: and the LORD said unto Gideon, Every one that lappeth of the water with his tongue, as a dog lappeth, him shalt thou set by himself; likewise every one that boweth down upon his knees to drink. 

And the number of them that lapped, putting their hand to their mouth, were three hundred men: but all the rest of the people bowed down upon their knees to drink water. 

And the LORD said unto Gideon, By the three hundred men that lapped will I save you, and deliver the Midianites into thine hand: and let all the other people go every man unto his place. Judges 7:5-7

Look at the blind man who believed in Jesus , and received his sight calling on the name of Jesus.
And it came to pass, that as he was come nigh unto Jericho, a certain blind man sat by the way side begging: And hearing the multitude pass by, he asked what it meant. And they told him, that Jesus of Nazareth passeth by. And he cried, saying, Jesus, thou son of David, have mercy on me. And they which went before rebuked him, that he should hold his peace: but he cried so much the more, Thou son of David, have mercy on me. And Jesus stood, and commanded him to be brought unto him: and when he was come near, he asked him, Saying, What wilt thou that I shall do unto thee? And he said, Lord, that I may receive my sight. And Jesus said unto him, Receive thy sight: thy faith hath saved thee. And immediately he received his sight, and followed him, glorifying God: and all the people, when they saw it, gave praise unto God.

Most people when they are in distress, and feel the need of Jesus, will cry out to Jesus, calling on his name for help.  They don’t think that is being foolish.  Don’t they know that their soul is in trouble if they are not saved. And it is not foolish to call Jesus, to save your soul. It is no harm done calling on the name of Jesus!
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
