He went looking for a job, and the only job he could find was, a job feeding swine. And when he was so hungry, until he desired to eat the husks that was falling from the swine’s mouth, he came to himself.
And when he came to himself, he said, How many hired servants of my father's have bread enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger!  I will arise and go to my father, and will say unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and before thee, 19 And am no more worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired servants. 20 And he arose, and came to his father. One son went searching for a life, and found death. Because the Bible said,  The man that wandereth out of the way of understanding shall remain in the congregation of the dead.  Proverbs 21:16 I Timothy5:6

 Jealousy and envy is a feeling of resentment   toward others because of their possessions or good qualities. James linked envy and jealousy with self-seeking:  
 14 But if ye have bitter envying and strife in your hearts, glory not, and lie not against the truth. 15 This wisdom descendeth not from above, but is earthly, sensual , devilish. 16 For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and every evil work. 17 But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be intreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality , and without hypocrisy. 18 And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them that make peace. James 3,14,-18

Peace and righteousness will not share the heart with envy, and jealousy.
