1. What are the things that accompany salvation?

Hebrews 6:9  But, beloved, we are persuaded better things of you, and things that accompany salvation, though we thus speak.                                                                                                                                   

2. If I believe that Jesus is the Christ, am I saved?

  Philippians 1:29  For unto you it is given in the behalf of Christ, not only to believe on him, but also to suffer for his sake;
3. How are Believers Saved by Faith?
II Peter 1:5-9  And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge; 6 And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; 7 And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity. 8 For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from his old sins.
4. Can we be saved by faith without charity?

 I Corinthians 13:2 And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing.
5. What is charity?

Colossian 3:14  And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness. Which mean,  (The guarantee of perfectness, the assurance of perfectness.) 
6. What does it mean to be saved by grace?

Ephesian 2:8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:
Titus 2:11 For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, 12 Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world; 
7. Can we be saved by Faith without works?

Read the following,
James 2:14,17  What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath faith, and have not works? can faith save him?
17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone.
Matthew 16:27 For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he shall reward every man according to his works. Read also, Rev.20:12-13
8. Must every believer receive the Holy Ghost?
Romans 8:9  But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.
 I Corinthian 3:16  Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?
John 15:4 Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me.
John 15:10 If ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my love; even as I have kept my Father's commandments, and abide in his love.
I John 3:24 And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us. 
9. Must Believers live free from sin?
John 8: 36 If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.
I John 3:9  Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God. 10 In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother.  
 10. What is sin?
I John 5: 17 All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.

11. What is the sin not unto death?
The sin that is not unto death, is any sin that God will forgive.
But there is a sin that God will not forgive, and that is sin against the Holy Ghost.
Matthew 12: 31-32 Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men. 32 And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the world to come.
12. How can we know the difference between the children of God, and the children of the devil?
I John 3:8,10  He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

10 In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother.

  I Peter 4:18 And if the righteous scarcely be saved,       where shall the ungodly and the sinner appear?
Revelation 21:8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.
