QUESTIONS CONCERNING WOMENS RIGHT TO PREACH AND HOLD OFFICE AS A BISHOP, PASTOR, DEACON IN THE BODY OF CHRIST.
I Corinthians 14:34  Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded to be under obedience, as also saith the law. 35 And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their husbands at home: for it is a shame for women to speak in the church.

It is evident that Paul  was talking to a specific group of men about their unlearned  wives. Notice: He said, If they will learn, let them ask their husbands at home. How many women didn’t have husbands at home? How many women had unbelieving husbands at home?
Don’t that tell you that he was speaking to a specific group of men? 
Timothy 2:11 Let the woman learn in silence with all subjection.  But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence. 13 For Adam was first formed, then Eve.

Paul was saying:Let a woman learn by listening quietly and being ready to cooperate in everything.  But I do not allow a woman to teach or to have authority over a man, but to listen quietly,
A CURSE PRONONCED UPON THE WOMAN FOR HER DISOBEDIENCE.Genesis 3:16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.
Is the woman still under the curse?
Only the woman, who has not accepted Christ in her life.

Read: Galatians 3:13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us:
Why did Paul say, that he permit not the woman to usurp rule over the man?  Paul did not allow a woman who had not learned the way of Christ to  teach, or rule over men, because the unlearned woman was still under the curse of the law, and under the curse of Eve. 

To usurp authority is to take rule by force, or unjustly. Like Jezebel usurped her authority and ruled the kingdom, although Ahab was the king, He allowed Jezebel to usurp her authority, and she made drastic decisions. You can read about it in the following scriptures.I Kings 21:7-10, I Kings 16:31, II Kings 9:7,30 Rev.2:20 Notwithstanding I have a few things against thee, because thou sufferest that woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a prophetess, to teach and to seduce my servants to commit fornication, and to eat things sacrificed unto idols. 
Does God use women to prophecy? Read the following scriptures: Luke 2:36-38 And there was one Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Aser: she was of a great age, and had lived with an husband seven years from her virginity; 37 And she was a widow of about fourscore and four years, which departed not from the temple, but served God with fastings and prayers night and day. 38 And she coming in that instant gave thanks likewise unto the Lord, and spake of him to all them that looked for redemption in Jerusalem .Judges 4:4 And Deborah, a prophetess, the wife of Lapidoth, she judged Israel at that time. 5 And she dwelt under the palm tree of Deborah between Ramah and Bethel in mount Ephraim: and the children of Israel came up to her for judgment.II Kings 22:14 So Hilkiah the priest, and Ahikam, and Achbor, and Shaphan, and Asahiah, went unto Huldah the prophetess, the wife of Shallum the son of Tikvah, the son of Harhas, keeper of the wardrobe ; (now she dwelt in Jerusalem in the college;) and they communed with her. 15 And she said unto them, Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, Tell the man that sent you to me, 16 Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will bring evil upon this place, and upon the inhabitants thereof, even all the words of the book which the king of Judah hath read: II Chron.34:22-28
Yes, God use women to prophecy. 

Acts 2:16-18 But this is that which was spoken by the prophet Joel; 17 And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams: 18 And on my servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out in those days of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy:
Acts 21:9 And the next day we that were of Paul's company departed, and came unto Caesarea: and we entered into the house of Philip the evangelist, which was one of the seven; and abode with him. 9 And the same man had four daughters, virgins, which did prophesy.
WHAT IS PROPHECY?  Is the greatest gift of the Body of Christ, because it serves to shew men the way to God, and to keep men in the way after they find the way. I Corinth. 14:3-5 But he that prophesieth speaketh unto men to edification, and exhortation, and comfort. 4 He that speaketh in an unknown tongue edifieth himself; but he that prophesieth edifieth the church. 5 I would that ye all spake with tongues, but rather that ye prophesied: for greater is he that prophesieth than he that speaketh with tongues, except he interpret, that the church may receive edifying.Revelations 19:10  And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. THE TESTIMONY OF GOD IS HIS WORD:  Exodus 31:18 And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end of communing with him upon mount Sinai, two tables of testimony, tables of stone, written with the finger of God. Psalms 78:5, Psalms 132:12 

Acts 28:23 And when they had appointed him a day, there came many to him into his lodging; to whom he expounded and testified the kingdom of God, persuading them concerning Jesus, both out of the law of Moses, and out of the prophets, from morning till evening.  I Timothy 3:2  A bishop then must be blameless, the husband of one wife, vigilant, sober, of good behaviour, given to hospitality, apt to teach.
How can women be  bishops if a bishop must be a husband? A woman cannot be a husband. How do you explain that.Acts 6:3 Wherefore, brethren, look ye out among you seven men of honest report, full of the Holy Ghost and wisdom, whom we may appoint over this business. How can the church be justified in using women in the church to be deacons? The Bible said, look for seven men, not women.  How can you explain that?  Although the word “husband was used in that scripture by Paul, it would also apply to a wife, if a wife was in the position to be a Bishop. Notice the following scriptures, and see if they also apply to females, as well as to males. And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: Hebrew 9:27
If any man have not the Spirit of Christ he is none of His.Rom.8:9

And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.      John12:32
But she that liveth in pleasure is dead while she liveth.  I Tim. 5:6  Does these scriptures apply to both, males and females.  But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God.   St. John 1:12   WHAT ABOUT SONS AND DAUGHTERS?  

I John  3:1 Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew him not.

Does this also apply to sons and daughters?  
For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. Romans 8:14  

There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus. Gal.3:28

I Corinthians 11: 11-12 Nevertheless neither is the man without the woman, neither the woman without the man, in the Lord. 12 For as the woman is of the man, even so is the man also by the woman; but all things of God.
Were there any women priest in the old testament? 

If you think that God don’t allow women to lead because you don’t see women priest in the old testament,  Then what about Gentiles being leaders and preachers in God’s House? Find a priest among the priesthood of God that was a Gentile, and I will show you a woman also among the priesthood of God. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus. Gal.3:28
