I Timothy 6:5-   Perverse disputings of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the truth, supposing that gain is godliness: from such withdraw thyself. 
But godliness with contentment is great gain. 7 For we brought nothing into this world, and it is certain we can carry nothing out. 8 And having food and raiment let us be therewith content. 9 But they that will be rich fall into temptation and a snare, and into many foolish and hurtful lusts, which drown men in destruction and perdition. 10 For the love of money is the root of all evil: which while some coveted after, they have erred from the faith, and pierced themselves through with many sorrows. 11 But thou, O man of God, flee these things; and follow after righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, meekness. I Timothy 6:17-19 Charge them that are rich in this world, that they be not highminded, nor trust in uncertain riches, but in the living God, who giveth us richly all things to enjoy; 18 That they do good, that they be rich in good works, ready to distribute, willing to communicate; 19 Laying up in store for themselves a good foundation against the time to come, that they may lay hold on eternal life.

THE POOR RICH: 

Proverbs 13: There  is that maketh himself rich, yet hath nothing: there is that maketh himself poor, yet hath great riches.  

Proverbs 19:22 The desire of a man is his kindness: and a poor man is better than a liar. 
II CORINTHIANS 6:10 As sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things.
I Corinthians 4:11 Even unto this present hour we both hunger, and thirst, and are naked, and are buffeted, and have no certain dwellingplace;
WHY WAS PAUL HUNGERY, AND WITHOUT CHANGING CLOTHES? DID NOT THE BIBLE SAY; I have been young, and now am old; yet have I not seen the righteous forsaken, nor his seed begging bread.  (psalms 37:25)
Paul was not forsaken, neither was he begging bread. Paul’s faith was being tested.  Paul knew that the faith of the Righteous would be tested. Read the following scriptures.

Philippians 1:29 For unto you it is given in the behalf of Christ, not only to believe on him, but also to suffer for his sake; 30 Having the same conflict which ye saw in me, and now hear to be in me.

Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his. 10 And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.
