               THE MEAN SPIRIT IS A TRAIT OF SATAN

 Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice: 32 And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you. Ephesians 4:31-32

A mean hearted person is full of hatred, ill-will, evil intent, malice, spite, wrath, bitterness, hostility, selfishness, and resentment.
A mean hearted person is ill-mannered, and has a bad attitude.

The intentions of a mean person is to hurt. For a mean person seem to get some kind of sick pleasure from hurting people. They use their mouth, and their attitudes to hurt. And some time they will hurt you physically. And can have no conscience in hurting you.
I Can’t see how anybody can take pride in being mean. But  some people are mean, and they want people to know that they are mean. They might as well wear a sign saying , “I am mean, and I am proud”.

Meanness has a way of manifesting itself.  When a man come home from work, and speak to his wife, and she won’t talk to her husband. And she is holding a grudge against him for something they need to talk about, she is being mean.
When a man do spiteful things to his wife to hurt her, it is because he is mean, and want to hurt her. Husband and wife should never be mean to one another. If there is a misunderstanding, between them they should be able to say,

“let us sit down and reason together”. If they can’t reason together, it is because somebody is mean.

A man that strikes  his wife is a mean man. A woman that strikes her husband is a mean woman.
Don’t be mean, be kind.

That mean spirit has broken up many homes.

A snappy person is being used by that mean spirit. If you find yourself feeling irritable, it is time right then to pray. Because that is how that mean spirit enters the heart. He will use that  irritable feeling to cause you to be touchy, and over sensitive, and mean.

If you are not prayed up, and watchful, the devil will use that irritable feeling to make you snap at people and cut people short. If you are not prayed up that mean spirit will have you wanting to do something  to hurt somebody.

A mean person is full of the devil. and is being used by the devil. Don’t let the devil use you.

Meanness and hatred works together. Love and kindness works together.  
A mean person will work against himself just to hurt the people he hate. Meanness has no mercy.

A mean person is narrow-minded, grouchy, touchy, disagreeable, and rude.
A mean person is not happy with himself, and can’t get along with himself. He does not realize that he is feeling irritable because he is unhappy with himself, so he takes out his feelings on others.

He is carrying something in his heart that shouldn’t  be in his heart.  And he is divided within himself. His problem is inner conflict. He needs to get himself together before hatred take root in the heart. A mean person is hateful. To carry hatred in the heart, makes one a murderer.
 Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath eternal life abiding in him.
Hatred does not want to be recognized as hatred, so hatred disguises itself as a justifiable reason. Hatred try to show that it has a good reason to treat someone unkindly. But There is no excuse for being mean to anyone. We cannot justify being unkind to anyone. 
In the midst of hostility, use kindness to overcome that mean spirit. It takes true love in ones heart to do a kind deed to someone that has treated him mean. Yet there is no other way to bring about true fellowship between you and your enemy.

Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering; 13 Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye. 14 And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness. 
If we put on these things, there will be no room for hatred and meanness.

Many times hatred comes from holding grudges, and resentments in the heart. The heart is not pure when we are holding grudges, and carrying resentment in the heart.

And an impure heart is subject to pick up any kind of sin.
Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates? II Corinth.13:5

A mean person does not know himself, or herself.
Having the understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God through the ignorance that is in them, because of the blindness of their heart: Ephesians 4:18

Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring one another; Romans 12:10
