THE PROPHETS OF GOD ARE SUBJECT TO THOSE OVER THEM IN THE LORD.THE SELF MADE PROPHETS ARE DECEIVING THEMSELVES
 And the spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets.                           I Corinthians 14:32

The ministers that have a spirit that lead them to do their on thing, and not be subject to those that are over them in the Lord, are not God sent. Even the prophets in the old testament were subject to the prophets that was over them in the Lord. Notice the following: Moses was appointed by God. And by God’s permission Aaron was chosen to be co-leader with Moses. Exodus 4:14
There were men, who was promoting themselves. They did not think that they had to be subject to Moses. So they were deceived by their own self pride, to speak against Moses and Aaron. Notice:

 1Now Korah, the son of Izhar, the son of Kohath, the son of Levi, and Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, and On, the son of Peleth, sons of Reuben, took men:  2And they rose up before Moses, with certain of the children of Israel, two hundred and fifty princes of the assembly, famous in the congregation, men of renown:  3And they gathered themselves together against Moses and against Aaron, and said unto them, Ye take too much upon you, seeing all the congregation are holy, every one of them, and the LORD is among them: wherefore then lift ye up yourselves above the congregation of the LORD? 
Now God had given these men positions in the sanctuary, and they were not satisfied with that. They got the big head, and wanted Moses and Aaron’s position. They didn’t want to be submissive to Moses and Aaron. And God allowed the earth to swallow them alive. Read Numbers 16:10-11.

Notice how the ministers of God in the new testament was required to wait on their calling. And those that would not be subject to leadership was condemned. Ministers didn’t just take it upon themselves to go out and start a work. They were ordained by the leading element of the Church first.

When Joshua was moved up in office, he did not move himself up.
 15 Moses said to the LORD, 16 "May the LORD, the God of the spirits of all mankind, appoint a man over this community 17 to go out and come in before them, one who will lead them out and bring them in, so the LORD's people will not be like sheep without a shepherd."  18 So the LORD said to Moses, "Take Joshua son of Nun, a man in whom is the spirit, [a] and lay your hand on him. 19 Have him stand before Eleazar the priest and the entire assembly and commission him in their presence. 20 Give him some of your authority so the whole Israelite community will obey him. 21 He is to stand before Eleazar the priest, who will obtain decisions for him by inquiring of the Urim before the LORD. At his command he and the entire community of the Israelites will go out, and at his command they will come in."  22 Moses did as the LORD commanded him. He took Joshua and had him stand before Eleazar the priest and the whole assembly. 23 Then he laid his hands on him and commissioned him, as the LORD instructed through Moses.   Numbers 18:19 

The apostles recognized ministers by letter that were given them by those over them in the Lord.  And when I come, whomsoever ye shall approve by your letters, them will I send to bring your liberality unto Jerusalem.  I Corinthians 16:3       For we dare not make ourselves of the number, or compare ourselves with some that commend themselves: but they measuring themselves by themselves, and comparing themselves among themselves, are not wise. II Corinthians 10:12

But we will not boast of things without our measure, but according to the measure of the rule which God hath distributed to us, a measure to reach even unto you. II Corinthians 10:13

For not he that commendeth himself is approved, but whom the Lord commendeth. II Corinthians 10:18
We just cannot have things our way. We must obey the rules. When the Rulers of the Church sent out laborers to evangelize, they laid hands on them and ordained them for the work.     

Wherefore I put thee in remembrance that thou stir up the gift of God, which is in thee by the putting on of my hands. II Timothy 1:6 
 Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery.  I Timothy 4:14
Look how Phillip kept himself humble, after gaining many souls in Samaria. The people believed him and many in the City came to Jesus after receiving the Word from Phillip. Read about it in Acts 8th Chapter. He recognized those over him in the Lord. He could of gotten the big head, and started his on Church. But he knew that would have been out of order.
  And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be abased; and he that shall humble himself shall be exalted. Matthew 23:12                                           Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God, that he may exalt you in due time:  I Peter 5:6 
There are ministers that exalt themselves. They refuse to operate by the apostles doctrine as Set up by the church, under the leadership of the Holy Ghost. And we must abide in the doctrine of Christ, and the apostles.
