                          WHO IS A POTENTIAL  CITIZEN OF HEAVEN?

A potential citizen of Heaven is one who has been transformed  by the Renewing of the Mind.  Read;     

Romans 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

Philippians 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:

The thoughts of the righteous are right: but the counsels of the wicked are deceit. Proverbs 12:5
We cannot be a potential citizen of Heaven with a Carnal Mind.7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.
If you don’t belong to God, you can’t go to heaven.  Read; 

Galatians 5:24 And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.
One must qualify to be a citizen of Heaven.

One must know God, before he can become a potential citizen for heaven.  Read;   And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. 4 He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. 5 But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. 6 He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.  I JOHN  2-6
THE FOLLOWING SCRIPTURES SHOWS WHY THE MEMBERS IN THE CHURCH AT COLOSSE  WAS POTENTIAL CITIZENS OF HEAVEN.
Ver. 2  To the saints and faithful brethren in Christ which are at Colosse: Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
Ver.4 Since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which ye have to all the saints,
YOU SEE THEY WERE CALLED SAINTS:  WHO ARE THE SAINTS?
The saints on earth are the excellent people that God delights in. they are potential citizens of Heaven.
Psalms 16 3   But to the saints that are in the earth, and to the excellent, in whom is all my delight.
We must practice being just like Jesus right here in this world.
If we cannot be like Jesus in this world, we cannot be citizens of heaven. But if we are like Jesus in this world, then we are potential citizens of heaven. We must be like him.

I John 4:17 Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world.
I John 3:7 Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous.

THE FOLLOWING SCRIPTURE SAYS IT ALL.
That you may walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God;  Colossians 1:10
It says it all because to fully please God is to be like He commanded us to be in:

Matthew 5:48. Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.

To be fruitful in every good work is  to be perfect.

The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, 23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law. Galatians 5:22-23
