                     JESUS TAUGHT BELIEVERS HOW TO PRAY

IF WE EXPECT GOD TO HEAR US WHEN WE PRAY, WE MUST LET GOD BE FIRST IN OUR LIVES.

But why do you call Me Lord, Lord, and not do the things which I say? Luke 6:46

Jesus taught us in his Word how to pray. Why is it that some of us refuse to pray like he taught us to pray? 
This is how He taught us to pray:
Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. 
IS GOD YOUR FATHER?

  Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but he sent me. John 8:42 
If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him.  He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: 
John14:15,23.24.

IF WE CANNOT ENDURE CHASTISMENT, GOD IS NOT OUR FATHER.

 If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?  But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons. Hebrews 12:8
ALL OF GOD’S CHILDREN ARE LED MY HIS SPIRIT.

For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.   Romans 8:14

May be one, even as we are one:  I in them,and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me.
